These were and ARE in the form of 
reduced Earnest Money Deposits, Lower Deposits of Upgrades, FREE Upgrades, Larger Lots, etc.  While our complaints fell on deaf ears past 
and present to MLD, we now can find solace in knowing that there is a whole unit art Metro Wholly Assigned to address these and other 
Mortgage Lending Abuses.  

These acts damage our credibility during a time of shaky reputation at best.  We can ill-afford to allow these thieves to lurk in the 
shadows of our industry any longer.

 The President Elect  shall:

a. Take over the position of President at the end of his/her term as President-elect or when the President can

     no longer serve.

b. Serve as the second delegate & represent this Association at the National Annual Meeting.

c. Be an ex-officio member of all committees except the Nominating Committee.

d. Perform such duties as assigned or requested by the Board.

e. Perform the duties of President in the absence of the President.

f.  To be elected to position of president elect, a member must have served on the board

    for minimum of two years, one year as the vice president.

The Vice President shall:

a. Assist the President and President-Elect in every way possible.

b. Perform such other duties as may be requested by the President.

c. To be elected to position of vice president, a member must have served on the board for minimum of one

    year. 

The Recording Secretary shall:

a. Record all minutes

b. Keep record of attendance at Board Meetings.

c. Have a copy of the bylaws available at all meetings.

d. Retain all ballots for a period of thirty (30) days after ballots are cast.

e. Perform such other duties as may be requested by the President.

The Corresponding Secretary shall:

a. Conduct the correspondence of this Association.

b. Send to National Headquarters and respective Vice Presidents of the Regions, the  names and addresses of

    the officers immediately after their election.

c. Send the names, addresses and written credentials of the delegates and alternates to the National Annual

    Meeting, to National Headquarters and National Credentials Chairman, on or before the required date.

d. Perform such other duties as may be requested by the President.

The Treasurer shall:

a. Receive all monies payable to this Association.

b. Deposit receipts in the bank approved by the Executive Board in the name of NAPMW Las Vegas Assoc..

c. Disburse funds upon authorization of the President or Board.

d. Keep accounts and financial records and report at all meetings.

e. Mail completed IRS  form 990 to National Headquarters and Western Treasurer. Comply with 

    IRS Regulations.

f.  Perform such other duties as may be requested by the President.

The Directors shall: (Minimum of 3)

a. Perform duties as requested by the President and this Association.

This month's Martha Stewart Living article on banishing junk mail was an 
eye opener for this "seasoned" recycler. I have looked into this at various times, and 
was faced with instructions like "contact each sender individually in writing to re-
quest they remove your name from their list" or "mark mail return to sender." I 
wanted to do the right thing, but I didn't really want to invest my time, money for 
postage, or waste even more trees to solve the problem at hand. Meanwhile the 
junk mail kept coming, and was tossed in the recycle bin with nary a glance.

I hadn't really looked into the process for reducing junk mail for quite some 
time, so I was pleasantly surprised to read the MSL article and learn about all the 
online services available. I have done them all, and am crossing my fingers that I 
will see a dramatic reduction in junk mail soon!

�w����Credit card offers ~ Actually, this one I did know about, and signed up for a year 
ago. We now only receive offers from our alma maters (I suppose they'll never leave 
us alone), so this was a success.
�w����Direct Mail Association ~ Direct marketing ads, associated with the USPS. Some 
would say the post office's rate are kept relatively low because of the money they 
receive from DMA. However, the ads drive me nuts! No changes yet, but I'll keep you 
posted.
�w����Valpak ~ The blue envelope. There may be a truly amazing deal inside, but I'd 
never know. Straight to the recycling bin.
�w����ADVO ~ Grocery store circulars. I'm not much of a bargain hunter when it comes 
to groceries, so these will not be missed.
�w����Catalogs ~ This was my favorite! We're at 31 and counting. I love catalogs, of 
course. But...I am more prone now to look at my favorite stores' websites than 
browse the catalogs. The figures on how much paper is used for catalogs is stagger-
ing.
�w�����0�R�U�H���W�L�S�V ~ Check to see if your city allows junk mail in your recycling bin. Also 
consider placing a sign on your door to reduce flyers and ads being left there.
